Sister , will you pledge your faithfulness to Brother in all love and honor, in all kindness and sym-
pathy, in all faith and tenderness, to cherish him and respect him as your husband, in the holy bonds of matrimony according
to the ordinance of God?

Brother , do you now promise and covenant before God and these many witnesses to be a kind, loving and faithful

husband in days of want or plenty, in sorrow or joy, sickness or good health so long as ye both shall live?

Sister , do you now promise and covenant before God and
these many witnesses to be a kind, loving and faithful wife in days of

want or plenty, in sorrow or joy, sickness or good health so long as ye

both shall live?
Will you both strive to keep your home in godly order reading the Word of God and praying together.

Should the Lord bless your home with children, you have a duty to rear them in the fear and nurture of the Lord. Your lives

are to be an honor unto God, unto the Church, and a blessing to each other.
